As part of our district COVID reopening plan, I am informing the entire Mercer County Special Services 
School District community that we have been notified that a student at Mercer Elementary School has 
tested positive for COVID-19.  Families and staff have been notified and the District is following all 
COVID precautions.  
 
Immediately upon notification of the positive test result, Administration and the principal conducted 
contact tracing to determine if the person with a positive test result had close contact with any other 
persons.
